Just plain bad theology crammed into a book about the

relationship with horses and people.

God has blessed me tremendously through this devotional and I am so thankful to Him for making it

possible for me to find out about this book. The author is truly unashamed to share her faith in Jesus

Christ, the Son of God and our Lord and Saviour.In this devotional the author makes a most

profound statement: "Only in abandonment to God are we certain never to be abandoned." Through

this statement and others like it, the reader is invited and warmly encouraged to make the most

important decision a person can make in this life: to give ourselves over completely to our Maker.
