When he writes about death and violence in urban slums, Bragg draws on
firsthand knowledge of how poverty deforms lives and on his personal belief in the dignity of poor
people.

YA?0n Palm Sunday, 1994, a tornado ripped through a church in Piedmont, AL, killing 20 people.
This is Bragg’s hometown, and he began his story on the tragedy for the New York Times as
follows: "This is a place where grandmothers hold babies on their laps under the stars and whisper
in their ears that the lights in the sky are holes in the floor of heaven. This is a place where the song
'Jesus Loves Me’ has rocked generations to sleep, and heaven is not a concept, but a destination."
It is writing of this quality that won the author his job as a national correspondent and the 1996
Pulitzer Prize for feature writing. He grew up in poverty, the second of three sons of an alcoholic,
abusive father and a loving mother. The early chapters give a beautiful description of warm and
happy moments he enjoyed with her and his family even as she struggled to provide for them after
they’d been abandoned.
