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They called him Manos de Piedra - Hands of Stone - and he was one of the greatest boxers of all

time. Now Roberto DurÃƒÂ¡n tells his unbelievable story, from the streets of Panama to being

crowned one of the Four Kings, along with Hearns, Leonard, and Hagler, as he blazed a trail

through the golden age of boxing. Born into abject poverty, barely able to read or write, DurÃƒÂ¡n

quickly realized that his fists could both protect him on the streets and put food on the table.

I pride myself on being a type of

Ã¢Â€Âœstreet-fighterÃ¢Â€Â• in lifeÃ¢Â€Â¦ having come from meager circumstancesÃ¢Â€Â¦ but

absolutely nothing like RobertoÃ¢Â€Â¦ who came straightÃ¢Â€Â¦ straightÃ¢Â€Â¦ straightÃ¢Â€Â¦ from

the harshest impoverished streets of Panama. I warn any potential readersÃ¢Â€Â¦ that the

writingÃ¢Â€Â¦ is just like he talks. In addition to my early backgroundÃ¢Â€Â¦ I am also an Honorably

Discharged Viet Nam Era VeteranÃ¢Â€Â¦ and as suchÃ¢Â€Â¦ I unabashedly admitÃ¢Â€Â¦ that an

extremely high percentage of my languageÃ¢Â€Â¦ in the right circumstancesÃ¢Â€Â¦ includes many

four letter words. So when the book starts outÃ¢Â€Â¦ Duran (through the writing) talked to me like

IÃ¢Â€Â™m used to talking and being talked to. ButÃ¢Â€Â¦ I always try my best to be a perfect

gentleman in front of women and others deserving of such courtesies. SoÃ¢Â€Â¦ it was very

disappointingÃ¢Â€Â¦ and offsettingÃ¢Â€Â¦ the way Duran would talk to people like Sugar Ray

LeonardÃ¢Â€Â™s wife and others. As IÃ¢Â€Â™ve tried to attest to in the opening of my

reviewÃ¢Â€Â¦ IÃ¢Â€Â™m not from a lot of culture and donÃ¢Â€Â™t drink with my pinkie in the

airÃ¢Â€Â¦ but DuranÃ¢Â€Â™s language was totally out of place in the proximity of some.Putting that

asideÃ¢Â€Â¦ if youÃ¢Â€Â™re a big fan of boxingÃ¢Â€Â¦ and the time of DuranÃ¢Â€Â™s heyday was

a golden age of boxingÃ¢Â€Â¦. you can either relive your experienceÃ¢Â€Â¦ or expand your historical

perspective of the fight game. The championships he wonÃ¢Â€Â¦ have truly earned him not only

enshrinement in multiple boxing Halls of FameÃ¢Â€Â¦ but rightful inclusion on many top ranking lists

of all-time.It is almost poeticÃ¢Â€Â¦ when I tell you that this book is writtenÃ¢Â€Â¦ exactlyÃ¢Â€Â¦ I

mean exactlyÃ¢Â€Â¦ like Duran fought. When the bell ringsÃ¢Â€Â¦ and the book is openedÃ¢Â€Â¦

there is no dancing around! Ã¢Â€ÂœManos de PiedraÃ¢Â€Â• comes right at youÃ¢Â€Â¦ he cuts off

the ringÃ¢Â€Â¦ and starts battering you insideÃ¢Â€Â¦ and it doesnÃ¢Â€Â™t stop till the end of the

book.

And as Sugar Ray told his life storyÃ¢Â€Â¦ everything Leonard said about Duran and their three

fights for the agesÃ¢Â€Â¦ matched exactly what Duran said in this book. INCLUDINGÃ¢Â€Â¦ he

never heard Duran say Ã¢Â€ÂœNo mas!Ã¢Â€Â•

Full of bragadoccia but, as a long-time fan of his, I was kind of expecting it. Never hearing him

actually speak English, it was as if he was talking to me for the first time.
