| was thrilled to have a Kindle version of this book, and the links worked well (once | got used to
using them.) Some items were vague, for example the Bat Cave in Pokhara - although the
information was true, maybe more emphasis on just how small that exit hole is would have been
more informative. Another example: a trail trek from Nangarkot to Changu Narayan was totally not
an easy trek - a lot of the trail is washed out, and there is no information on how long it is. (4 hours
to a tiny town, about halfway to Changa Narayan, then another 7 km uphill in a beautiful forest, but
you'd better be in shape!) In general it was a wonderful guide, but better to ask the locals about

specific treks, etc. One great "Plus" is having it on the Kindle, it's not more weight in your backpack!
