Species, Photographing Your Family, and Let’'s Be Reasonable, a collection of essays from the



CBS Sunday Morning show. Sartore and his work have been the subjects of several national
broadcasts, including the National Geographic Channel’'s Explorer, the NBC Nightly News, NPR’s
Weekend Edition, and an hour-long PBS documentary, At Close Range. He is also a contributor on
the CBS Sunday Morning Show with Charles Osgood.
